TIMES:  The range opens at 8:00 AM.  The Matches start daily at 9:00 AM.   
 

PRACTICE: SB Range opens 8/5 8am -dusk. HP 8/11 8am- dusk. Range safety rules apply.  
Practice: 8:00 – 8:45 AM on event days & after matches permitted. 
 

COURSE OF FIRE: 1-40 shot match standard rife each morning.  1- 40 shot match hunter rifle each 
afternoon. Current NRA rules will apply.  
 
NOTE: All shooters must have a spotter/scorer on the line with them; only one per shooter permitted on 
the firing line. As always ammunition causing target damage will be disqualified. Match winner will be 
(5) shot shoot offs, Natl. Champion Teams will be (5) shots by each team member. Class & specialty 
awards will be sudden death.

If you do not have 
a card yet, you must bring proof of your class or shoot UNCL - master class. Newly classified shooters 
must have a printout of your scores from an NRA approved match as sent to the NRA by the match 
director or signed score cards noting club name, date & director signature. Be sure your classification 
cards are correct! I hope this helps answer your questions.
